Attendance at 
an online Baptismal Preparation Meeting is mandatory.

Couples themselves must contact the parish office at least one full year in advance 
of the anticipated marriage date. No date may be set before meeting with a 
priest. A Marriage Preparation Course is required. If either party has been 
previously married, permission to proceed must be obtained from the 
Chancery Office of the Archdiocese.
