BAPTISMS 
Parents themselves should pick up and return a completed 
Baptism Registration Form to the Parish Office at least 6 
months in advance of the anticipated baptismal date. An 
interview with a priest is required. Parents of children to 
be baptized should be registered members of our Parish. 
Attendance at a Baptismal Preparation Meeting is manda-
tory. 
 

MARRIAGE 
Couple themselves must contact the parish office at least 
one full year in advance of the anticipated marriage date. 
No date may be set before meeting with a priest.  
Completion of a Marriage Preparation Course is required.  
If either party has been previously married, permission to 
proceed must be obtained from the Chancery of the Arch-
diocese.

The stations are commonly used as a 
mini pilgrimage and we pray the Stations of the 
Cross to spiritually accompany Jesus Christ during his 
final journey to Calvary. At each station, we recall and 
meditate on a specific event from Christ’s last day. By 
meditating on his passion, death, and profound love, 
we foster repentance, empathy for suffering, and a 
deeper connection to Christ's sacrifice.
